e Swords (Air): Intellect, conflict, communication, and challenges
e Pentacles (Earth): Material aspects, career, finances, and physical well-being
Each suit is numbered from 1 to 10, with the numbered cards representing various stages
or aspects of the suit’s energy. The Page, Knight, Queen, and King are the Court Cards,
each symbolizing different personalities or energies in relation to the suit.

A Knight is in
constant motion, seeking change.
e Queen: Embodies nurturing, wisdom, intuition, and emotional depth. The Queen
reigns over her suit with grace and maturity.
e King: Represents mastery, authority, control, and leadership. The King is an expert
who governs the energies of the suit with confidence and decisiveness.
